Experts Ponder Expanded Role for FEMA in Foreign Disasters

As the United States mounts its response to the massive earthquake that has 
devastated Haiti, some homeland security experts wonder if the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency should have a greater role. 
 
The Department of Homeland Security has sent four Coast Guard cutters to the island 
nation, two urban search-and-rescue teams affiliated with FEMA and the U.S. Agency 
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for International Development have been deployed, and Customs and Border Protection 
aircraft are providing support and imaging services. 
 
Meanwhile, DHS has stayed in close contact with USAID, which is leading the federal 
response, and FEMA has placed resources on standby in Florida. 
 
Some, however, believe a more active FEMA would be a valuable asset in the response. 
―I’m not saying FEMA should be in charge,‖ said Rich Cooper, a principal at the security 
consulting group Catalyst Partners. ―They certainly need to work with the other federal 
components, especially in USAID. But we’ve got some exceptionally good talent at 
FEMA that could provide some additional assistance in this area and that I would hope 
would be called upon.‖ 
 
Cooper said FEMA could have an expanded role managing the allocation of resources, 
drawing on the agency’s experience in similar situations. 
 
―We’re dealing with a humanitarian disaster on a scale that we haven’t seen since the 
[2007] tsunami,‖ he said. ―Unfortunately, we’re also dealing with a nation that didn’t have 
a lot in its corner to begin with, and now has even less. We’re hearing that there are 
thousands dead. There’s no infrastructure. There’s no power. There’s no water.‖ 
 
Although Secretary of State Hillary Rodham Clinton’s decision to shorten a trip to Asia to 
deal with the earthquake showed good diplomacy, FEMA staff could provide equally 
useful help on the emergency response side, Cooper said. 
 
―Certainly, the politics and the diplomacy have to be dealt with,‖ he said. ―But you’ve got 
one of the world’s preeminent emergency managers in [FEMA Administrator] Craig W. 
Fugate. I would hope that the White House is reaching out to him to provide some 
counsel in this situation.‖ 
 
Daniel Kaniewski, director of the Homeland Security Policy Institute, said he sees the 
logic of arguing for greater FEMA involvement. 
 
―The urban search-and-rescue teams deployed for this are trained and equipped by 
FEMA. . .,‖ he said ―And the parallels between Haiti and Katrina should be apparent to 
everyone.‖ 
 
But Kaniewski added that even in Katrina, civilian forces and agencies were 
overwhelmed and only the military had the necessary resources in place to grapple with 
the catastrophe. 
 
―Only the military has the resources to respond to something like this,‖ he said. 
While FEMA should have some involvement and has expertise to lend, Kaniewski said 
the current response structure works well.

Napolitano Hints at „Budget Implications‟ of Boost to Aviation Security

Homeland Security Secretary Janet Napolitano asked lawmakers Wednesday for their support in 
addressing the ―budget implications‖ of the failed Christmas airline bombing attempt, although 
administration officials said some decisions on spending and personnel have been made 
internally. 
 
Appearing before the Senate Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs Committee, 
Napolitano did not specify what those implications might be. But she said in written testimony that 
her department would be accelerating deployment to U.S. airports of advanced passenger 
screening technology, explosives-trained dogs and security personnel. She said the department 
would be working to enhance the training and size of the Federal Air Marshal Service and to 
develop better security technology in cooperation with the Department of Energy. 
 
At the same hearing, Director of National Intelligence (DNI) Dennis C. Blair said that the National 
Counterterrorism Center (NCTC) had recently faced a $30 million cut. But center Director Michael 
Leiter said Blair had successfully found room in his budget to avoid that cut. ―Resources have 
been an issue,‖ Leiter said. 
 
Under questioning from Chairman Joseph I. Lieberman , I-Conn., Leiter said the NCTC does not 
have a search engine-like capacity to find references to a specific person across all of its 
databases, although he added that the center was working on it. 
 
―I think we have some potential technological solutions on the very, very near-term horizon that 
we’re attempting to implement within weeks,‖ Leiter said. ―And, frankly, we were surprised — I 
was surprised at the extent to which other agency searches weren’t hitting against very critical 
data sets that might’ve uncovered this and then highlighted them for NCTC and others.‖

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The top Republican on the Senate panel, Susan Collins of Maine, said the intelligence agencies 
were relying on outdated technology. 
 
But Blair said the intelligence community also didn’t have its people looking at the right threats 
leading up to the foiled attack. Blair said he has now shifted intelligence analysts from focusing on 
internal problems in Yemen — their focus before the Christmas attack — to the threat to the 
United States posed by al Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula, to whom bombing suspect Umar 
Farouk Abdulmutallab reportedly had ties. 
 
Another question lawmakers raised with both witnesses was the authority of various agencies to 
act.  
 
Leiter and Napolitano both said there had been internal confusion about who has what authority 
over issuing, refusing or revoking visas to foreigners. Blair said that his office has had sufficient 
authority to address many of the intelligence community’s problems of integration to date, but to 
fix some of the new problems he’s run into — which he did not specify — ―more authority might 
be required.‖
