FEMA Trailer Debacle a Symptom of Slow EPA Regulation, Lawmakers Say

Lawmakers put the regulation of the chemical industry on trial Wednesday at a hearing 
on the federal government’s decision to auction thousands of contaminated trailers that 
formerly housed victims of Hurricane Katrina. 
 
The Environmental Protection Agency failed for 13 years to complete an assessment of 
the dangerous, carcinogenic nature of formaldehyde, and tens of thousands of displaced 
Gulf Coast residents were exposed to the chemical in trailers provided by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency, according to the House Energy and Commerce 
subcommittee that handles consumer protection. James J. Jones, deputy assistant 
administrator of the EPA’s Office of Chemical Safety and Pollution Prevention, testified 
under tough questioning that quicker regulatory action could have helped. 
 
―I think had we established some formaldehyde standards, it may well have impacted the 
situation if we had done that before 2004,‖ Jones said. 
 
Subcommittee member Betty Sutton , D-Ohio, said the EPA took far too long to make a 
determination about the hazards of formaldehyde despite findings by federal health 
agencies that the chemical probably causes certain types of cancer. 
 
During much of the hearing, lawmakers questioned whether selling the FEMA trailers is 
a good idea in light of the health risk they pose. In 2008, the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention found excessive levels of formaldehyde in 144,000 temporary housing

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units used after hurricanes Katrina and Rita, rendering those trailers uninhabitable. 
However, after the January removal of a court order that restricted sales of the units, 
FEMA asked the General Services Administration to press ahead with public auctions. 
So far, the GSA has sold about 81,400 of the trailers, requiring buyers to certify that the 
units will not be used for housing, said David Garratt, associate administrator on 
temporary housing units for FEMA. 
 
But lawmakers wondered if there is any way to track how the trailers are used after they 
are sold and possible punitive actions for their misuse.  
 
―If these trailers are to be sold, it is essential that there are ample safeguards to prevent 
any risks to the people who end up buying these trailers,‖ said full committee Chairman 
Henry A. Waxman , D-Calif.  
 
Steven Kempf, acting commissioner of the GSA’s Federal Acquisition Service, said the 
certification is a binding legal document that subjects anyone breaching the agreement 
to federal criminal penalties. Over the course of the auctions, the agency had discovered 
two cases of misuse and referred them for investigation by the GSA inspector general, 
he said. 
 
Chemical Regulation 
The broader issue for the subcommittee involved the government’s ability to regulate the 
chemical industry. Sutton noted that the Government Accountability Office provided 
testimony in 2008 saying the EPA’s inability to complete its formaldehyde assessment 
had a significant impact on the agency’s program to address air toxins. 
 
In particular, when the EPA issued standards in 2004 for the use of formaldehyde in 
plywood and other composite-wood products, the agency decided not to use the figures 
in its own database on the health effects of exposure to various chemicals, called the 
Integrated Risk Information System (IRIS). Those figures have been under reevaluation 
since 1997, the GAO said.  
 
Instead, the EPA used a newer, industry-funded assessment — a move that was viewed 
as unusual and controversial, the GAO said. The office’s testimony noted that EPA 
researchers found numerous problems with those industry findings. 
 
According to the GAO, the industry-funded study listed the potency of formaldehyde to 
be about 2,400 times lower than the EPA’s IRIS estimate, which closely matches studies 
of industrial workers the National Cancer Institute and National Institute of Occupational 
Safety and Health conducted in 2003 and 2004. Those studies linked formaldehyde 
exposure and certain cancers, including leukemia. 
 
The discrepancy between the EPA’s IRIS figures and the industry-funded estimates 
raises concerns about whether the public’s health is adequately protected in the 
absence of an updated IRIS assessment, the GAO said.  
 
For example, based on the industry-funded estimate, the EPA published a 1999 national 
assessment of air toxin exposures that found formaldehyde did not contribute to the 
overall cancer risk in New Jersey. However, GAO noted, a New Jersey Department of 
Environmental Protection assessment based on EPA’s older IRIS data found the 
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contribution of the chemical to the state’s overall cancer risk was significant, second only 
to diesel particles. 
 
EPA official Jones told the committee that the delay in reassessing formaldehyde’s risks 
could be blamed in part on the shortcomings of a 1976 law controlling toxic substances 
(PL 94-469), as well as a landmark 1991 decision by the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals 
that overturned an asbestos ban and limited the EPA’s statutory authority to restrict 
problematic chemicals. 
 
Jones said EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson has made it clear that restoring 
confidence in chemical regulation is a top priority, and that includes overhauling the toxic 
substances control law and producing a formaldehyde risk assessment. 
 
To that end, the agency hopes to release an interagency formaldehyde assessment for 
public comment in about a month and produce a regulatory strategy for the chemical 
sometime next year, he said. 
 
In the meantime, lawmakers in the House and Senate are advancing bills to overhaul the 
control of toxic substances and regulate the use of formaldehyde. 
 
Legislation (HR 4805, S 1660) sponsored by Rep. Doris Matsui , D-Calif., and Sen. Amy 
Klubochar, D-Minn., would require manufacturers of composite-wood products to follow 
more stringent formaldehyde emissions standards based on those in place in California.  
Another bill (S 3209), introduced by Sen. Frank R. Lautenberg , D-N.J., on April 15 
would overhaul the toxic substances control law. A draft of companion legislation is 
under discussion in the House, said Timothy Robinson, the subcommittee’s counsel. 
That bill could be introduced shortly after the Memorial Day recess, he said.

Homeland Security Proposals Resurface With NY Bomb Plot

The New York City car bomb plot is reigniting feuds about how the Obama 
administration handles terrorism cases. The incident also could give new momentum to 
homeland security proposals that have languished in the past, such as bolstering the 
Department of Homeland Security’s capabilities to deal with improvised explosive 
devices. 
 
Several GOP lawmakers, including Sen. John McCain of Arizona, said Tuesday that the 
Obama administration should not have read Miranda rights to bombing suspect Faisal 
Shahzad — whose arrest Attorney General Eric H. Holder Jr. announced Tuesday — 
because he might not cooperate with questioning. Rep. Peter T. King , R-N.Y., said he 
had reservations about trying Shahzad, a naturalized U.S. citizen originally from 
Pakistan, in federal court. 
 
It is a topic of constant partisan dispute, with Democrats, including House Majority 
Leader Steny H. Hoyer of Maryland, countering that Shahzad is a U.S. citizen arrested 
on U.S. soil and is subject to full constitutional protections.  
 
FBI Deputy Director John Pistole said Shahzad was read his Miranda rights after an 
initial interrogation. The suspect then waived those rights and continued cooperating 
with authorities, Pistole said. Current law dictates that U.S. citizens cannot be tried by a 
military tribunal. 
 
That, in turn, has led to some concrete proposals: Sen. Joseph I. Lieberman , I-Conn., 
said he would introduce legislation that would strip the citizenship of anyone who 
becomes affiliated with a foreign terrorist group. But such a proposal could run afoul of 
the Constitution as well, because the Supreme Court has issued rulings on the terms 
under which citizenship can be relinquished. 
 
U.S. officials were quick to note that Shahzad was cooperating after being arrested 
trying to leave the country on a commercial flight to Dubai. Holder said the suspect was 
―providing useful information‖ to authorities. Shahzad also told investigators that he 
received bomb-making training in Waziristan, Pakistan, according to a complaint filed in 
federal court Tuesday afternoon. 
 
―Based on what we know so far, it is clear that this was a terrorist plot aimed at 
murdering Americans in one of the busiest places in our country,‖ Holder said at a press 
conference. Shahzad was charged with terrorism and attempting to use a weapon of 
mass destruction. 
 
On Capitol Hill, some of the other proposals emerging after the attempted bombing 
come from lawmakers returning to familiar homeland security proposals.  
Lieberman, who chairs the Senate Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs 
Committee, said he would revive legislation intended to strengthen DHS’s Office of 
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Bombing Detection, a proposal the committee approved in 2007 but that advanced no 
further in the Senate. A companion bill passed the House in early 2009. 
 
―This office is intended to help state and local government officials, emergency response 
providers and the private sector better prepare to deter, detect and respond to terrorist 
explosive attacks,‖ Lieberman said late May 3. ―Unfortunately, our bill never became law. 
Maybe now, after Times Square the Congress will act. I intend to bring this bill up again 
as soon as possible.‖ 
 
New York lawmakers, including King and Democratic Sens. Charles E. Schumer and 
Kirsten Gillibrand , have used the incident to press for the reversal of President Obama’s 
decision to eliminate fiscal 2011 funding for the ―Securing the Cities‖ project, which 
provides funding to New York for radiological detection. In fiscal 2010, the program 
received $20 million. 
 
There is no evidence that radiological detectors would have uncovered the car bomb 
plot, but the New York lawmakers said the incident shows that New York City needs to 
be treated by federal authorities as a prime terrorism target. 
 
In a press conference Tuesday, New York Mayor Michael Bloomberg thanked Schumer 
and Gillibrand for pledging to seek federal funding for expanding the radiological 
surveillance network into midtown Manhattan. ―It’s hard to imagine a better investment of 
Homeland Security dollars,‖ Bloomberg said.  
 
Democrats, meanwhile, have strongly backed the Obama administration’s handling of 
the case, saying it showed the system worked. ―I am heartened by the level of 
coordination and believe it is a result, in part, of years of investment in programs to 
foster preparedness and information sharing among local and federal authorities,‖ said 
House Homeland Security Chairman Bennie Thompson , D-Miss. 
 
Rep. Jane Harman , D-Calif., said that Shahzad was captured because officials quickly 
―connected the dots‖ and added his name to a ―no-fly‖ list before he boarded a plane 
from John F. Kennedy Airport to Dubai. 
 
But Rep. Mike Rogers , R-Mich., said that the failure to detect the plot until the car was 
discovered showed that the administration is overemphasizing law enforcement and 
underemphasizing classified intelligence tools aimed at breaking up terror plots further in 
advance.
